He consciously made a modification m
the form of acting, which was up to then, neat imitations o
North or South Indian tradition, W hat he introduced was
more a local concentralion, “Rekawa” and “Gamperaliya”
in which he aeted are two of the earliest classical grustic
Gims while the “Sandeshayn™ is foremast in the tradition
of loea! popular films. He also eted in the “Svoraya” which
¢ considered as a film that created a revolution in S inhala
commercial industry.

The sivle he adopted was the exact apposite of the then
popularacting s on external action, emot ionalisim and
mielodrama.

Uis ncting went beyond the extemal and reached the
internal depth of the human being. Ciamini was influgneed
by the dramatic acting style of Stanslaviski and believed
that acting was something that you inherited Ffrom your
previous hirth. His acting concemrated on that which
portrayed character. a5 well as that which reached beyond
the portrayal ol the artist himsell, He also preserited o umity
or an admixture of the above.
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
