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In the early Buddhist teaching, analysis (vibhanga)
is a fundamental method of expositicn applied to
explain a certain proposition. With the intention of
explanating of the very nature of phenomena, this
method has been applied to the pali discourses,
The Blessed one has taught that in order to get a
right view of the phenomenal world. one has 1o
analyze the conventional reality into five
aggregates, sense-peculiarities and elements of
existence. The main objective of this article is to
study the above method of exposition developed
by the later theorists of the Buddhist thought.
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
