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English education plays a major role in the modern society. English is compulsory in 

both educational and professional sectors. It is a known fact that every individual 
should hold the knowledge of English to succeed in the modern society. However, 
every student is not given that privilege of learning the language properly. This is 
because the students are not well facilitated for that as some are from rural areas. A 
large number of students are waiting for the proper and gradual improvement of the 
language, in other words, they do not acquire the language to the extent it is 
required.
