Abstract

This Thesis presents a case study in association of reporting about printed
media Communication (news papers) on the influence caused towards communal
concentration by contemporary Sri Lankan state media policy. This study was
conducted to ascertain as to whether media is used and how media is used regarding
communal concentration with the emphasis on ethics traditionally acknowledging the
rules, regulations and ordinances imposed by the governments came to power in Sri

Lanka from time to time on professionals in the field of mass media.

Special attention was paid in this research to study to ascertain as to whether
the newspaper institutions had a responsibility in reporting struggles related to
communal concentration and as to low they act in the case of reporting the same.
Accordingly, this study was exiended to find out the manner in which the Sinhala
Muslim conflict that took place in June 2014 at Dharganagara area of Aluthgama
town in Kalutara District was reported and the impact caused by the same on people

in association with “Dinamina” , “ Lankadeepa” “ Divaina” , “ Raavaya” and

Lanka” news papers.

Although the above mentioned media regulatory methodologies have been
introduced within an accepted common legal back ground of the country, it could be
identified that the contemporary Sri Lankan media has been inherited with an
unlimited freedom of causing impacts on Sri Lankan society as there is no legal
access or code of ethics or guidance within the above legal concept in respect of
communal concentration. As the power has been granted to the media and people
through the usage of extensive access facilities and methodologies along the novel
media by most modern digital -communication technology to effect changes in the
thoughts of people, this dissertation emphasizes on the compilation of new state

media policies for future social consolidation and communal concentration.
