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Abstract

The aim of this research was to engage in a bibliographical study about the Ola leaf
Manuscripts found in the National Museum Library. Here by out of the thousands of Ola
leaf manuscripts that were not included in the bibliography of the National Museum library
a collection of hundred were selected separately. They were studied deeply according to
bibliographical information like author, time, and publisher, copy writed and content.
According to this a generalisation of the conditions of the particular sample of the Ola leaf
manuscripts found in the National Museum library was expected.

Special attention was paid for the bibliographical characteristics other than identifying
the various subject areas of the collections of Ola leaf manuscripts that were take for the
research. Indigenous medical science such as Indigenous medical books, Human disease
therapy under that Visa Vedakam, As Vedakama, Gedi Vedakama, Nadi Sastraya, Pasu
Vedakama, Ghost Science which includes science of charms, Naksastra, Ritual Blessings
can be pointed out. Like wise various symptoms and medicine given at child birth, medicine
given during pregnancy types of medical treatment and medicine is included. Accordingly
through the study it is showed that these subject area was born on a scientific foundation.

When carrying out this study the names of some of the Ola leaf manuscripts were not
mentioned. By taking the content into consideration the compiler has put the name in
square brackets.

Accordingly a study has been carried out about the printed books of Ola leaf
manuscripts. Here it was discovered that most of the Ola leaf manuscripts have been

published as printed books.

Taking all these facts in to consideration an annotated bibliography including scientific
information about the particular collections has been accomplished.

As the deduction of this study it is evident that there had been a tradition of Ola leaf
manuscripts which was unique to our country. It was discovered that Ola leaf manuscripts
which were under different subject areas consisted of special letter patterns, number patterns
and a Scientific foundation the attention was paid to build up a programme to pass on the
content of Ola leaf manuscripts found in the National Museum Library to present and

future generation.
