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Abstract

The aim of this research was to study the trends of Sri Lankan Pali literature after Kotte
Era. After the Dambadeni Era, due to the political, religious and literary influences, there was a
deterioration of Pali literature, but as a result of the literary enthusiastic scholars at later time, it
developed again. On account of Pali literary texts became famous not only in Sri Lanka but
also in overseas. Accordingly, the objective of this research was to examine as to how there
was such development in Pali literature after Kotte Era, how it got the support of the

government and what their books are.

When the research was done according to the topic, it was primarily necessary to pay
special attention to the primary sources at that time. At the same time, secondary sources with
historical, religious and literary information at later time were used. Facts of those were
presented by comparing them. So, there were some similarities and dissimilarities with some

facts found and special attention was paid to those primary sources when presenting facts.

The research was done and presented in six chapters. In the first chapter, historical and
literary details remained after Kotte Era was presented in the first chapter. In the second
chapter, religious and social factors that were developing from prehistoric to medieval eras
- were discussed. More especially, the influence to Pali Language from Sanskrit and other

languages also presented.

In the third chapter, introduction to various literary works that emerged after Kotte Era,
and the service of Ven. Welivita Sri Saranankara for the development of literature and modern
dispensation were discussed broadly. In the same manner, some details regarding lay and

clergy scholars who lived lately and their contribution to literature were included.

Fourth chapter was dedicated to present religious and social factors found in Message
Poems that were exchanged Thai (Siam) and Burmise monks who lived in one gloomy era of
Sri Lankan Pali literature. In the fifth chapter, the factors that affected for the development of
Pali literature in Kandy Era were presented. In the sixith chapter, the summary and the

conclusion of the presented factors were brought out.
