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Abstract

The reason that modern mass communication has become an identical
concept is the occurrence of the advanced media structure. That is why the media
has become the prominent mechanism of controlling the individual as well as the
society. There is an unprecedented priority in transmitting public information in
electronic and print or new media communication. In that case, conscious
subscriber does not expect just the recreation from communication media but use
it as a tool for improving understanding, awareness and decision making.

It is an acceptable fact even in psychology that nature of reporting in
transmission of information is a powerful factor that influences on the subscribers
behavior. Mainly, the media reporting can be identified in two aspects as general
news reporting and exploratory news reporting.

Disasters are caused by human activities or natural phenomena. The disaster
communication or the disaster reporting in such a complicated social background
could not be simply interpreted. It should be complex as well as formal, as the
media has a civil power as a key factor that regulates the society.

Making aware the society in the disaster situation as well as in pre and post
disaster situations is expected from good media reporting. It should not be just an
abstraction of information but should be based on deep analysis and should be
true and accurate and conforms to media ethics.

This research studies print media reporting (newspapers) related to tsunami
disaster occurred 2004. It is expected to study whether the related reporting is true
and correct and whether they are conformed to media ethics.

If so, introducing a way to improve its quality or, otherwise make
recommendations, proposals, and criteria for establishing a well-mannered disaster
reporting process is another objective of this research.
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
