It also sees the initiatives taken by the other non-

governmental organizations for spreading education  within this community and also aims to analyse the 

challenges for mainstreaming education and also trying to given some suggestion and  measurement for the 

development of education profile of this community.

For this study 

researcher has taken household surveys, interview of some leading and also common people from this 

community.
