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Summary

There is a big revolution of the economy due to the open economic policy which had been
introduced in 1977. This has affected on the agricultural economy and priority has been given to the
labour intensive economic systems such as garment industry. Garment factories have mush
roomed all over the Island ,There are (pavement sellers) Hawker around Pamunuwa and
Maharagama suburb. '
