Abstract

development and communication; of the postwar of Sri Lanka. So far a book has not
been published giving attention to the present situation in Sri Lanka. It is since half a
century, we obtained freedom. But a question is raise as to way a “Sri Lankan
Nation™ has not been built. Basis of this publication is to identify the salient points
which influence the ideas of the public on postwar of Sri Lankan Radio has not been
done satisfaction contribution to build up co-existence among different races. Four

radio channels were used for this experiment.

Date wore obtained from the people was Punthottam Camp in Vavuniya. Collation of
data was don on the methodology of questions and interviewers primary and
secondary data were used. Attention was also drawn on the background of the
experiments and books on literature. Answers were obtained necessary automation
form the heads and administrative others of Radio channels. Decisions were arrived

by comparing the information obtained.

Problems faced by Sri Lanka after the war was discussed. An analysis was done on
the problems and reasons for the contribution of such problems no mechanism is
implemented to educate the responsible persons. Radio has also not extended
sufficient contribution. Suitable suggestions were made to overcome the problems
they are; methodology for co-existence and introduction of a new Radio concept.

Implementation of a language policy is also a very important impact.
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
