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Abstract

An investigation was carried out for the preparation of the dissertation under the

topic of “Influence of Indian State Administrative Sources towards the
formation of Administrative structure of Ancient Sri Lanka™. In order to ascertain
as to whether Indian Administrative sources had an influence on the administrative
structure of Ancient Sri Lanka being the closest country, for the period from the arrival
of King Vijaya up to the end of the period of King Parakramabahu V1 in the 6™ century
B.C. Accordingly, the effort of the researcher is to examine the factors related to the

above situation.

Certain erudites are of the opinion that the North Indian State Administrative
sources had influenced the formation of the Administrative Structure of this country.
Opinion of Another group is that the activities of the Administrative Structure of this
country was constructed according to the inherited identity of this country. Therefore,
the research problem is to investigate into the fact as to whether the formation of the
Administrative Structure of this country was influenced by the North Indian State
Administrative sources or whether it was organized according to the Administrative
sources of inherant identities of Ancient Sri Lanka. The methodology of this reseach is
to carry out a study related to the sources of this matter. Collection of data for this study
were collected carefully examining the information related to Primary sources while
considering about the numerous secondary sources. It is expected to carry out a further
gxamination about the sources with the objective of finding ways and means of arriving
atb solutions for the research problem. Special attention of the researcher was paid for

this subject which has not been subjected to any investigation so far,

According the Administrative Structure of this country is not a different form
of North Indian Political Structure. As such it is seen that the impact of North Indian
Administrative Structure towards the Administrative Structure is minimal. Ancient
Kings of Sri Lanka had in some instances adapted selected formulas of North Indian
Administration with suitable applications. Finally, it could be concluded that our
country had exercised an Administrative Structure suitable for the Buddhist culture and

a system which was compatible with the inherent identity of this country.
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
