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in the tea small sector. Variety of tea, soil condition and rainfall came as individual variables
which effect tea production in smallholders. Introduce new varieties, provide standard Aid
Price for green leafs, Dispose of public policies, and provide insurance cover for farmers,
Implementation of fertilizer loan scheme, distributing fertilizer, provision of support
services such as providing planting material, utensils and transport facilities for increasing
tea production.
