The research findings underscore the importance of a balanced approach, 

strategic planning, and comprehensive policies to ensure that economic collaboration 

with China aligns with Sri Lanka's long-term economic stability and growth 

objectives, allowing for mutual prosperity in the post-pandemic period.  
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
