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Abstract

It is an accepted fact that Gypsies are not indigenous people of Sri Lanka, but a
Community who had travelling life to Sri Lanka from India. who were not Aryans,
who had emerged to the Central Part of the Country, through the western Coast, to
the North East, and to the lower part of the Country paying more attention, to the
areas they preferred, more to earn their live-hood as Sri Lankans in the year 1989
giving priority to villages, Such as Kudagama, Galgamuwa, Andarakele, Kalaoya,

Akkaraipattu, the existing government at the time allocated permanent dwellings,
land and fields to these gypsies.

Though done with a good motive behind allocation of these, it made the life style of

the gypsies came to a stand. Still with change of the life style they seem to be
fighting a losing battle to enhance their Social status. To which the Media held
responsible and is answerable Because of the irresponsibility of the Media, these
gypsies and their tribes were Confined to a set areas and the secluded life style
added more to their downfall.
